Presentation on
“Climate resilient green economy strategy of Ethiopia and relevant research”
Dr. Alemu Mekonnen, Environmental Economics Policy Forum for Ethiopia (EEPFE’s Center Director and senior research fellow has presented a paper on climate resilient green economy strategy of Ethiopia and relevant research at the workshop on Water, Climate Change, and Health held on 16 January 2014 in Addis Ababa.
In his presentation, he briefly discussed the green economy (GE) strategy processes, costs of GHG emissions reduction (mitigation) and financing, co-benefits of the strategy, and its implementation plan. In order to achieve the strategy, Dr. Alemu pointed out that, among other things, there is a need for research and learning as well as human resource and financial capacity strengthening. 
Particularly, acknowledging  the importance of research to inform policy making and implementation, he pointed out that EEPFE has been conducting research on various  research themes related to the topic of climate change:

· Forestry, energy, and REDD+ 

·   Choice experiment on REDD+ and improved stoves

· Randomized controlled trial involving distribution of improved stoves and monitoring of their use

· Controlled cooking test

· Carbon sequestration and community forests

· Determinants of community forest outcomes

· Adaptation, vulnerability, resource management

· Identification of adaptation strategies and their determinants

· Assessment of vulnerability of households to climate change

· Net benefits of adaptation and, land and watershed management

· Valuation of irrigation water and institutional aspect of irrigation water management

· Choice experiment and contingent valuation

· Looking into institutional aspects of irrigation water management

· Energy demand (macro and micro level), biofuels and impacts of climate change
· Economy-wide effects of changes in electricity tariff

· Macro level links between economic growth and energy demand

· Analysis of household level demand for energy

· Biofuels

· Impacts of biofuels on economic growth, the external sector, and income distribution

· Biofuels and GHG emissions

· Net benefits of biofuels 

· Impacts of climate change

· On crop production and livestock

· On the economy in general 

Subsequently, Dr. Alemu ended his presentation suggesting that more relevant research shall be done on issues related to climate, water and health.
